NOTIFICATION
MAHARASHTRA PROHIBITION ACT.

No. MIS 0425/C.R.83 (3)/Exc-2.—Whereas the Government of Maharashtra considers that the
following rules further to amend the Bombay Foreign Liquor Rules, 1953, should be brought into
force at once, and therefore, the rules should be made without previous publication as provided
by the proviso to sub-section (3) of section 143 of the Maharashtra Prohibition Act (XXV of 1949);
(hereinafter referred to as “the said Act”).

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (b), (¢) and (f) of sub-section (2)
read with proviso to sub section (3) of section 143 of the said Act and of all other powers enabling it
in this behalf, the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following rules further to amend
the Bombay Foreign Liquor Rules, 1953 as follows, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Bombay Foreign Liquor (Second Amendment) Rules, 2025.
2. In rule 3 of the Bombay Foreign Liquor Rules, 1953, in clause (6), -
(1) in sub-clause (1), after entry (v), the following entry shall be added, namely :—
“(vi) Maharashtra Made Liquor (MML).”.
(i1) in sub-clause (2), after para (e), the following shall be added, namely :—

“(f) “Maharashtra Made Liquor (MML)”- means any foreign liquor manufactured
within the State of Maharashtra by licensee holding licence in Form PLL as appended to
the Maharashtra Distillation of Spirit and Manufacture of Potable Liquor Rules, 1966 by
using grain-based spirit and conforming to the conditions prescribed by the Government
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from time to time”.
