DRAFT RULES

1. Title and Commencement.-These regulations may be called the Karnataka
Secondary Education Examination Board First, (Second Amendment)
Regulations, 2026 and will be applicable with immediate effect.

2. Amendment of Annexure IIl.- In the Karnataka Secondary Education
Examination Board First Regulations, 1966, in Annexure II1.-

(1) for item 16 and the entries relating thereto, the following shall be substituted,
namely: -

“16. The SSLC examination shall be conducted for six subjects with a total of
625 marks. In this, the marks obtained in the third language/National Scheme
Qualification Frame Work (NSQF) subjects shall be declared in the form of grades.
These subjects shall be entered as additional subjects in the marks card and are not to
be considered for passing with effect from 2025-26 SSLC exam.

a) Based on the marks obtained by the candidate in the third language and National
Skills Qualification Framework (NSQF) subjects, results shall be pronounced in

the following grades namely:-

Percentage Grade
80 to 100 A
50 to 79 B
Upto 49 C

b) Candidates shall secure an aggregate of 33 percent marks in internal assessment
and external examination combined and shall be declared pass if they secure at
least 173 marks out of a total of 525 marks, including at least 30 percent marks

in each subject out of the total marks of the respective subject”.
